I would like to take a few moments of your time to bring the following details to your attention: As you may be aware there is a population in the region of 1 million Panjabis residing in UK. As a result of this, significant numbers of people fly in each direction to/from India.

Due to the limited options of different airlines most of the travel previously has been from/to Heathrow and Delhi.  However, more recently there has been an increase in numbers of flights rotating between Amritsar to/from Heathrow/Birmingham and Manchester.

The increase in this service has prompted further capacity development of the Sri Guru Ram Dass Ji Airport at Amritsar, where facilities and quality of standards has been significantly improved.  Furthermore this has had a positive impact on secondary infra structure in the surrounding areas such as hotels, roads, shops etc now offer much better experiences for visitors.
